Indiana University Football, historically a laughingstock,
changing fortunes with head coach Tom Allen

Indiana University’s football team, one of the worst in the history of collegiate football, has experienced a culture shift under head coach
Tom Allen. Indiana — known to football fans as the team with the most losses in NCAA history — achieved only its third ever top-15 finish
last season. The future is bright for the football Hoosiers following back-to-back Bow! appearances and Allen’s signing of a $4.9 million
per year contract through 2027 on March 8, 2021, establishing him as a long-term leader for the program.
